Calligraphy Postage Stamps —
“Former Ode on the Red CIliff” by Su Shi, Song Dynasty (I)

In praise of the beauty of calligraphy, Chunghwa Post has chosen “Former
Ode on the Red Cliff” by the Song dynasty poet-artist, Su Shi. This scroll is
held in the National Palace Museum. Chunghwa Post plans to present it in
three se-tenant sets of five stamps with each stamp valued at NT$8. The first

set 1s to be issued on September 25, 2024.

Su Shi, courtesy name Zizhan, sobriquet The Hermit of Dongpo, came from
Meishan in Sichuan. He was equally good at poetry, painting and calligraphy
and holds a high place in literature, acclaimed as one of the four great
calligraphers of the Northern Song dynasty. The scroll with the Ode is one
of the few extant works in his own hand. The brushstrokes are full-bodied
yet sedate, showing his understanding of human life. The work is a classic

piece of literature having proven its value for nearly a thousand years.

This set of stamps was designed by Mr. Tseng Kai-chih and printed by Cartor
Security Printing (France) in color offset. By-issues include a first-day cover,
folders with and without crystal mounts, a loose-leaf album page and
maximum cards to be sold on September 23, 2024. A pre-cancelled FDC with
a full set of stamps and pre-cancelled maximum cards will go on sale on
September 25, 2024, the stamps’ date of issuance. For more information,
